A RESOLUTION CALLING A PUBLIC HEARING OF THE TOWN BOARD OF

THE TOWN OF WESTFIELD, CHAUTAUQUA COUNTY, NEW YORK,

PURSUANT TO SECTION 202-b OF THE TOWN LAW, TO CONSIDER AN

INCREASE AND IMPROVEMENT OF THE FACILITIES OF THE NORTH

TOWN WATER DISTRICT IN AND FOR SAID TOWN AT A MAXIMUM

ESTIMATED COST OF $880,000.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Westfield, Chautauqua County, New York, has
had under consideration a map and plan as well as an estimate of cost for a proposed increase and
improvement of the facilities of the North Town Water District, consisting of the installation of new water
main along East Route 5, including land or rights-in-land, original furnishings, equipment, machinery,
apparatus and other costs incidental thereto; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board previously established the new benefit district but all the bids for
the project came in well over the estimated costs and the Board finds it necessary to seek additional grant
funding for the project and deems it advisable to repeat with updated figures the establishment of the new
benefit district and bonding therefor; and

WHEREAS, the boundaries of the proposed benefited area are as follows:

All that tract or parcel of land situate in the Town of Westfield, County of Chautauqua, State of
New York, being described as follows:

Beginning at the intersection of the northerly extension of the easterly line of tax account number
192.00-1-19 and the centerline of New York State Route 5 (66 feet wide right-of-way); thence,

1. Northeasterly, along the centerline of New York State Route 5, a distance of 424 feet, more or
less, to the southerly extension of the westerly line of tax account number 192.00-1-16;
thence,

2. Northwesterly, along a westerly line of tax account number 192.00-1-16, a distance of 170
feet,
more or less, to a northwesterly comer of tax account number 192.00-1-16; thence,

3. Northeasterly, along the northerly lines of tax account numbers 192.00-1-16, 192.00-2-3,

The Water Benefit District No. 1, as described above, contains approximately 169.61 acres of land.
All as shown on a map prepared by Clark Patterson Lee, entitled "NYS RTE 5 Water Main Benefit
District No.1 - Proposed NYS RTE 5 Water Benefit District No.1", dated January 5, 2017.
WHEREAS, the proposed benefited area would be known as the EAST ROUTE 5 WATER
BENEFIT DISTRICT NO. 1; and
WHEREAS, the improvements are as follows: approximately 6,000 linear feet of 8-inch and 12-
inch diameter water main; water services and meters; and fire hydrants; and

WHEREAS, the maximum estimated cost of such increase and improvement of facilities is

$880,000; and
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WHEREAS, the proposed method of apportioning the costs of such improvement is on a benefit
basis to the benefited properties within the newly-defined East Route 5 Water Benefit District No. 1, and

WHEREAS, the proposed method to be employed for financing such improvement is an
estimated $601,000 grant from the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the issuance of serial bonds for
the balance, and

WHEREAS, the cost of the improvements to the typical one- or two- family, full-time resident
home in the benefited area will be $1,070 per year, which figure includes $676 per year for water costs
and $25 per year for North Town Water District costs; and

WHEREAS, said map, plan and estimate of cost are on file in the office of the Town Clerk for
public inspection; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to call a public hearing on said proposed increase and
improvement pursuant to Section 202-b of the Town Law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT

RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Westfield, Chautauqua County, New York, as
follows:

Section 1. A meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Westfield, Chautaugua County,
New York, shall be held at Eason Hall, 23 EIm Street, Westfield, New York, in said Town, on the 29 day
of July, 2019 at 4:30 o’clock P.M., prevailing time, for the purpose of conducting a public hearing on the
proposed increase and improvement of the facilities of the North Town Water District in said Town,
referred to in the preambles hereof, at which time and place said Town Board will hear all persons
interested in the subject thereof concerning the same.

Section 2. SEQRA DETERMINATION: It has been determined that the aforesaid
purpose constitutes an Unlisted Action under the SEQRA regulations of the State of New York which
will not have a significant impact upon the environment.

Section 3. The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a notice of said
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public hearing to be published in the Dunkirk Observer and Westfield Republican, the official newspapers
of said Town, and posted in the manner prescribed by law, which notice shall be in substantially the

following form, to-wit:

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that the Town Board of the Town of Westfield, Chautauqua
County, New York, will meet at Eason Hall, 23 EIm Street, Westfield, New York, in said Town,
on the 29 day of July, 2019, at 4:30 o’clock P.M., prevailing time, for the purpose of conducting a
public hearing relating to the increase and improvement of the North Town Water District in said
Town, consisting of the installation of approximately 6,000 linear feet of water main along East
Route 5 in an area to be designated as the East Route 5 Water Benefit District No. 1, including
land or rights-in-land, original furnishings, equipment, machinery, apparatus and other costs
incidental thereto, at a maximum estimated cost of $880,000, at which time and place said Town
Board will hear all persons interested in the subject thereof concerning the same.
